STATEMENT OF WORK
INTRODUCTION
A genetic drift within sublines which result in minor histocompatibilities between a tumor and a host rodent can be extremely costly to the cancer research program because of the resulting variations in tumor growth and life span data.  Genetic drift could destroy the uniformity of research results in a number of areas since a large segment of inbred animals are supplied to these areas (NCI-intramural and extramural divisions, Veterans Administration hospitals, grantees, etc.) by the DCTDC, NCI animal program.  As leads evolve from the AIDS in vitro screen, increasing numbers of rodents are being utilized for in vitro model development and testing in this area.
STATEMENT OF WORK
Independently and not as an agent of the Government, the Contractor shall furnish all the necessary services, qualified personnel, material, equipment, and facilities not otherwise provided by the Government as needed to perform the Statement of Work below.  The Contractor shall:

1. Receive all animals for skin grafting purposes.  These animals are shipped from breeder colonies as scheduled by the Project Officer and will be sent on a bi-weekly basis.

2. Exchange reciprocal skin grafts between NIH reference mice and corresponding NCI colonies.  If reference mice are not available, within line grafts are to be performed.

3. Perform an estimated 6,300 skin grafts involving 3,000 animals annually.

4. Examine mice at approximately two (2) week intervals for 90 days.

The acceptability of the technical portion of each contract proposal will be evaluated by a technical review committee.  The committee will evaluate each proposal in strict conformity with the evaluation criteria of the RFP, utilizing point scores and written critiques.  The committee may suggest that the Contracting Officer request clarifying information from an offeror.


b)
The business portion of each contract proposal will be subjected to a cost and price analysis, management analysis, etc.

The qualification criteria establishes conditions that must be met at the time of receipt of Final Proposal Revisions (FPRs) by the Contracting Officer in order for your proposal to be considered any further for award.

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1. PAST PERFORMANCE FACTORtc \l3 "PAST PERFORMANCE FACTOR
An evaluation of offerors' past performance information will be conducted prior to any communications with

offerors leading to establishment of the competitive range.  However, this evaluation will not be conducted on any offeror whose proposal will not be admitted to the competitive range on the basis of the results of the evaluation of factors other than past performance.

The evaluation will be based on information obtained from references provided by the offeror, other relevant past performance information obtained from other sources known to the Government, and any information supplied by the offeror concerning problems encountered on the identified contracts and corrective action taken.

The Government will assess the relative risks associated with each offeror.  Performance risks are those associated with an offeror's likelihood of success in performing the acquisition requirements as indicated by that offeror's record of past performance. 

The assessment of performance risk is not intended to be the product of a mechanical or mathematical analysis of an offeror's performance on a list of contracts but rather the product of subjective judgment by the Government after it considers all available and relevant information.  

When assessing performance risks, the Government will focus on the past performance of the offeror as it relates to all acquisition requirements, such as the offeror's record of performing according to specifications, including standards of good workmanship; the offeror's record of controlling and forecasting costs; the offeror's adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; the offeror's reputation for reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction; and generally, the offeror's business-like concern for the interest of the customer.

The Government will consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in the offeror's performance.

The lack of a relevant performance record may result in an unknown performance risk assessment, which will neither be used to the advantage nor disadvantage of the offeror.

The following rating method shall be used in the evaluation of past performance information:

+2
Excellent - Based on the offeror's performance record, no doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Sources of information are consistently firm in stating that the offeror's performance was superior and that they would unhesitatingly do business with the offeror again.

+1
Good - Based on the offeror's performance record, little doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Sources of information state that the offeror's performance was good, better than average, etc., and that they would do business with the offeror again.

None - No past performance history identifiable.

-1
Marginal - Based on the offeror's performance record, some doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Sources of information make unfavorable reports about the offeror's performance and express concern about doing business with the offeror again.

-2
Poor - Based on the offeror's performance record, serious doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Sources of information consistently stated that the offeror's performance was entirely unsatisfactory and that they would not do business with the offeror again.

EXTENT OF SMALL DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS PARTICIPATION
SDB participation will not be scored, but the Government’s conclusions about overall commitment and realism of the offeror’s SDB Participation targets will be used in determining the relative merits of the offeror’s proposal and in selecting the offeror whose proposal is considered to offer the best value to the Government.

The extent of the offeror’s Small Disadvantaged Business Participation Targets will be evaluated before determination of the competitive range.  Evaluation of SDB participation will be assessed based on consideration of the information presented in the offeror’s proposal. The Government is seeking to determine whether the offeror has demonstrated a commitment to use SDB concerns for the work that it intends to perform.
