Applications for technology development funding through the Operations and Technical Support Principal Investigator’s Technology Enhancement Fund are currently being solicited. The Technology Enhancement Fund is intended to support the proactive access of the NCI Frederick research community to new research technologies relevant to the NCI Frederick research mission in cancer and HIV/AIDS.  The Fund is specifically intended to support access to emerging or cutting edge technologies that might be problematic to support under conventional funding mechanisms.  Use of the Fund to support access to new technologies is intended to be highly flexible, and could include (but is not limited to) providing resources for establishment of a beta test site for relevant prototype instrumentation or software, seed funds for technology enhancement research by NCI Frederick scientists, support for visiting scientists with unique expertise in a relevant technology development area, training grants for OTS employees to work in the laboratories of leading scientists involved in development of relevant technology, development of Cooperative Research and Development Agreements (CRADAs), investment in technology development in selected biotechnology companies, or other applications.  Relevant topic areas include (but are not limited to) genomics, proteomics,  bioinformatics, laboratory robotics, nanotechnology, bioimaging, etc.  

All SAIC Frederick, Inc. scientific staff are eligible to apply.  NCI staff and government employees are not directly eligible to apply or receive funding through the TEF, but may participate in TEF funded projects through collaboration with SAIC awardees, at the discretion of the SAIC collaborator.  To be considered for support, please complete and submit the “Request for Support” form and “Cost Estimate” form available from the links below.  Please note that the proposal should specifically delineate why the project is appropriate for funding through the TEF, and not more suitable for funding through other mechanisms.  For consideration in the current review cycle requests must be received by 31 December 2003. Proposals will be evaluated by the Technology Enhancement Fund Oversight Committee. The standing committee consists of Drs. Larry Arthur, Bob Wiltrout, and Jeff Lifson and will be supplemented as needed by ad hoc members with technical expertise relevant to the evaluation of pending proposals.   The application forms can be completed and submitted online at:  http:  etc  .
